7. Name and explain 3 ways in which art most effects or touches your life?

Explain in writing the title of the art; explain when, by who and how (what materials and process) it was made.  Explain your feelings about each of the works. 


9. Find at least 3 images (sculpture, painting or drawing) from the Renaissance in Italy. Each image should be created by a different artist.  Print each image in color cut them neatly and glue (with rubber cement) each image to a separate page.  Explain in writing the Artist’s name, the title of the art, what materials and process was used to make it.  Explain your feelings about each of the works.
